1. DEFINITION AND FRAMEWORK

The nature and extent of AI usage may vary depending on the discipline, methodology, and purpose of the work. Accordingly, the foundational principle of “appropriate levels of AI use” is established. This framework comprises five distinct levels, serving as practical guidance for authors and reviewers in the responsible use of AI. Authors remain fully responsible for the accuracy, originality, and integrity of their work, regardless of the level of AI assistance used.
2. CATEGORIES / LEVELS OF APPROPRIATE AI USE

	Level Zero (Level 0) – No AI Use
